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101. New York City - It would take many trips to this city to exhaust the 
photographic possibilities. Make a plan before-hand to insure efficiency in 
getting around. Traveling in a small group is best. Four can share a cab 
inexpensively, which by the way, is the best way get around. On a recent 
trip, one group cabbed it from their mid-town hotel to the downtown marina 
near the World Financial Center for sunrise. Then they photographed along 
the Hudson Riverfront down to Battery Park, they then cabbed it to the 
Seaport on the east side near the Brooklyn Bridge for lunch. After lunch, 
they covered the Seaport, fish markets, river scenes, Wall Street and City 
Hall until late afternoon before cabbing back to the hotel. Don’t miss the 
night photography, and have a good time. 
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
